Catalog Course Description: Second-Year Accelerated Calculus: solid analytic geometry, vector calculus, partial derivatives, multiple, line and surface integrals (covered by most of the material from Chapters 13-17). Prerequisite: 155b or equivalent. 

Office hours and questions: Everybody is strongly encouraged to ask questions in class and to attend scheduled office hours or to make special appointments, in particular, if difficulties arise. Office hours should be utilized for questions, not for re-teaching material presented in class. Do not wait with questions until it is too late! 
Homework: Homework problems will be assigned at the beginning of each class meeting (and will be posted at http://mech.math.msu.su/~manuilov/VUteaching.html). Doing homework is a "must" for succeeding in the course. 

Quizzes: 10 quizzes, 20 pts each, will be given during the semester. The lowest two quiz grades will be dropped.  If you miss a quiz, that grade will automatically be one of the dropped grades.  No makeup quizzes will be given.  

Tests: There will be 3 tests, 100 pts each. Make-up tests will not be given, unless extraordinary circumstances prevent attendance on the scheduled test date. Furthermore, except in genuine emergencies, a student must notify me of his or her absence in advance. The test dates are: September 25, October 25, November 29.

Character of the Quizzes and Tests: Usually, the quiz problems are variants of the homework assignments. Tests will contain a combination of problems and theoretical questions testing your understanding of the material. A working knowledge of the basic definitions is required. No calculators can be used on any tests or quizzes during this term.

Final Exam: A comprehensive final exam will be given on December 15 at 3 pm. An alternate final exam will not be given.
